Great Lakes Blackout Imperial Stout (Ohio). Black, 
creamy tan head. Full, chewy, slightly sweet and spritzy 
body. Flavors of dark roast coffee, bittersweet chocolate, 
cinnamon, and cream. 9.3% abv {74% 4.0 4.2} ...$6.00 
Kalamazoo (Bell’s) Royal Amber Ale (Michigan). 
Cloudy orange, with foamy beige head. Medium body 
with creamy hops on the finish. Flavors of pine, orange, 
lemon, and spun sugar. More of an American pale ale. 
6.0% abv {00% 0.0 4.6}. .......................................$5.00 
Lagunitas Lumpy Gravy Ale (California). Dark red-
amber, creamy tan head. Medium body, spritzy, with 
good, bitter finish. Flavors of burnt sugar, grape soda, 
chocolate, raisins. 7.2% abv {00% 0.0 4.1} ..........$5.00  
Ommegang Chocolate Indulgence Stout (NY). Black, 
foamy tan head. Medium body, with smooth flavors of 
bittersweet chocolate, coffee, and cinnamon with chewy, 
toasty finish. 7.0% abv {77% 3.6 4.2} .........$6.50 /10oz

Lost Coast Winterbraun Brown Ale (California). Black 
with creamy tan head. Light to medium body with good 
malt and bitter finish. Flavors of toffee, roast coffee, 
bittersweet chocolate. 6.5% abv {85% 3.4 3.7} ....$4.50 
Jolly Pumpkin Noel de Calabaza Belgian Strong Ale 
(Michigan). From the delightfully different Pumpkin, dark 
mahogany with medium creamy, tart, body with long 
finish. Sour flavors of green apple, toffee, vanilla, 
nutmeg, coriander. 9% abv {55% 3.5 4.1}..$17.00 /750  
Avery Old Jubilation English Ale (Colorado). Dark 
amber with tan head. Full, chewy body with a spritz on 
the finish. Flavors of toffee, raisins, nuts, coffee and 
chocolate. 8.0% abv {96% 3.7 4.5}.......................$5.00 
Goose Island Bourbon County Stout (Chicago). Inky 
black with brown head. Full, thick body with long, slightly 
hot finish. Intense, concentrated flavors of charred oak, 
vanilla, bittersweet chocolate, bourbon, coffee, cream.  
Almost like a liqueur.  Ask for 3-4 brandy glasses and 
share a bottle. 13.0% abv {92% 4.2 4.2} ............$12.00 
Lakefront Holiday Spice Lager (Wisconsin). Dark 
amber with medium body and zesty carbonation. Potent 
spice flavors of cinnamon and ginger with undertones of 
orange. 9.5% abv {92% 3.5 3.4}...........................$4.50  
Three Floyds Alpha Klaus Porter (IN). Black, creamy 
tan head. Full, chewy, creamy body with good hoppy 
finish. Flavors of bittersweet chocolate, dark roast coffee, 
and vanilla. 7.5% abv {99% 4.0 3.9}.........$16.00 /22oz 
He’Brew Jewbelation Eleven (NY). Black, foamy tan 
head. Full body, creamy hops, spritzy carbonation. 
Flavors of milk chocolate, brown sugar, raisins, roast 
coffee finish. 11% abv {45% 3.7 3.8}........$12.00 /22oz  
Three Floyds Alpha Kong Belgian Ale (Indiana). 
Cloudy amber with foamy, off-white head. Full, malty, 
syrupy, body with good finish. Flavors of banana, pear, 
caramel, clove, coriander, and black pepper. 16.0% abv 
{90% 3.8 4.0} ............................................$22.00 /22oz  
Allagash Grand Cru Belgian Ale (Maine). Murky 
orange-gold with creamy off-white head. Full, lush, malty 
body with creamy, long, slightly bitter, finish. Flavors of 
banana, orange, coriander, smoke, and licorice. A winter 
white.7.2% abv {87% 3.8 4.3}...............................$6.50  
Avery “The Czar” Imperial Stout (Colorado). 11.0% abv 
{68% 3.9 0.0} ............................................$16.00 /22oz  
Lagunitas Hairy Eyeball American Strong Ale 
(California). 9.0% abv {58% 3.7 0.0} ....................$5.00 
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
